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Scope
Let’s take a fresh look at Figurative Art and explore the diversity
of outlook and vision throughout the country.

Eligibility
Open to United States residents. Drawing, Oil, Watercolor,
Acrylic, Pastel, Photography, Mixed Media and Sculpture will
be accepted. The Santa Cruz Art League reserves the right to
decline or remove any work that does not conform to the
agreement.

Rules of Entry
1. All work must be original and executed by the exhibiting
artist within the last three years.
2. Jurying will be by digital images with a maximum of 3 entries
per artist.
3. Work is to be installation-ready with necessary framing
and mountings. No unprotected glass edges.
4. Work requiring special handling is to be installed and
removed by the artist.
5. The specific work accepted for entry is to be 
available for the exhibit. No work may be substituted or
exchanged for any reason.
6. Entry size - no wider than 48” framed.

Payment
1. Entry fee for non SCAL members is $40 for up to 3
entries/jpegs. SCAL members $30 for up to 3 entries/jpegs.
(Maximum 3 entries/jpegs per artist).
2. Entry fees are non-refundable.
3. New members are welcome to join by adding dues to
entry fee check. Dues are as follows:

Regular -$75           Senior*/Student** -$50 Family*** -$125
*Seniors - 62 or older. **Full  or part-time students with

valid ID.
***Family member must be at same address.

4. Payment by check to be made payable to “SCAL”. Cash
payments in person only; Visa or MasterCard acceptable with
complete account number, expiration date and signature.

Sales / Insurance / Shipping
1. Artist agrees to donate 45% of any sale of work to
SCAL or 30% of sale if SCAL member.
2. Artist is to be paid three weeks from end of show.
3. SCAL insures work only after installation. Maximum
insured value $1000 regardless of price. 
4.Shipped entries must have return shipping prepaid
and 
prearranged. Questions? www.fedex.com or www.ups.com.
5. $20 handling fee per piece for shipped work.

Awards & Publicity
1. The Juror will grant $1,000 in awards 
2.  Artist bio and/or brief information on artwork with
photo is encouraged for Gallery Bio Book.

Digital Entries
1. An entry is one individual art work. Each artist may 
submit up to 3 digital/jpg entries. All 3 jpgs on 1 CD.
CD must be labeled with artist name. CDs will not be
returned.
2. Each image/jpg must have:
An image number (1-3), title, (as it corresponds to the entry
form) and first initial & last name.
3. Each entry/jpg must be 300 DPI, be a jpg, 6 inches
wide or tall maximum.
4 Artist to provide self addressed stamped business size 
envelope for notification of acceptance letter. 

Lecture
George Rivera will give an overview of the jurying

process for this exhibition, and then an open critique of artists
who want to bring in art that he selected and those that he
didn't for this competition.  Lecture will be presented on
Thursday, October 28, 2010, 7:00pm, at the  Santa Cruz Art
League. Fee: $10. 

George is Executive Director and Senior Curator for
the Triton Museum of Art and is in his 25th year. He teaches
Studio Art and Art History classes at Mission College, De
Anza College, and UC Berkeley Extension.  He have been
teaching studio art at the college level since 1979.  As a juror
George has served as a juror in over 375 competitions since
the 1970's.  As a studio artist (figurative painter and mixed
media drawings), he have been included in over 100 exhibitions
nationally and internationally.  He is listed in Who's Who in
America and Who's Who in American Art.
